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Improved Reading Skills 
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Scores from the DRP assessment administered before and 
after participation on the Fast ForWord products show that, 
on average, students made significant improvements in their 
reading skills.   
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Scores from the DRP assessment administered in the Fall and 
Spring following summer participation on the Fast ForWord 
products show that, on average, students continued to improve 
their reading skills at an above-average rate.

Participation  
Thirty-five students participated in this study and 
had pre- and post-participation data available for 
analysis.  The school district chose to use the 
100-minute Fast ForWord Language protocol 
that called for students to participate 100 
minutes a day, 5 days a week for four to eight 
weeks.  The Fast ForWord Language to 
Reading protocol called for students to use the 
product for 90 minutes a day, 5 days a week for 
four to eight weeks. 
 

 
Assessment Results 
Overall, before using the Fast ForWord 
products, the academic year students were 
nearly one standard deviation below the mean 
which corresponds to the 16th percentile.  Nine 
months later, after using the products, the 
scores for the group had moved up to the 34th 
percentile.  
 
Students who used the Fast ForWord products 
over the summer were able to build upon the 
foundation that was established.  During the 
ensuing school year, they moved from an 
average of the 33rd percentile to the 42nd 
percentile. 
 

 
 
 
 Discussion 

Cognitive and early reading abilities are critical for all students, impacting 
their ability to benefit from instruction, follow instructions, and participate 
in class discussions.  Strong linguistic skills also provide a critical 
foundation for building reading and writing skills. 
 

Scores from before and after Fast ForWord participation show that, on 
average, students made substantial increases in their reading skills.  
Scores from the nine months following Fast ForWord participation show 
that an increased rate of learning was maintained during the nine months 
following Fast ForWord product use suggesting that the Fast ForWord 
products strengthened the students’ foundational skills and helped them 
benefit more from the classroom curriculum.
